WHEREAS this Board of Education has certified tax levy proceedings for both a 5-year and a 10-year earned income tax renewal to the Preble County Board of Elections in anticipation of the election to be conducted on May 7, 2019, anticipating a response from the Ohio Secretary of State’s Office as to whether extending the existing earned income tax from 5-years to 10-years will qualify as a renewal income tax levy;
WHEREAS this Board of Education desires to delegate authority to its fiscal officer (its treasurer) to make a determination as to whether the school district will proceed with either a 5-year or a 10-year earned income tax levy as a renewal income tax levy at the election to be conducted on May 7, 2019;
